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Clinical Congress in San Francisco, Calif., last month.

By meeting the College’s stringent membership requirements,
Fellows of the College have earned the distinguished right to
use the designation of “FACS” (Fellow, American College of
Surgeons) after their names.

The Convocation ceremony was a highlight of the five-day
meeting, which also featured reports on research-in-progress,
postgraduate courses, panel discussions, symposia, and
scientific and industrial exhibits. Total estimated attendance
at the Congress was 13,082, including approximately 8,924
physicians. Allied health professionals and members of the
scientific and consumer media also attended the meeting.
